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Durante 15 aiios sin interrupcion, la Fundacién Edu-
cacion Médica (FEM) ha llevado a cabo la tarea de
divulgacion cientifica en lengua castellana de las in-
novaciones que se iban produciendo en el drea de
conocimiento de la educacion médica, de difusién
de los resultados de investigaciones, y de informa-
cién sobre actividades relacionadas en la referida
drea a través de una publicacion, la revista Educa-
cion Médica.

Esto ha sido posible gracias a la conjuncién de
dos elementos; uno, la FEM vy sus patronos, que no
han escatimado esfuerzos personales y econdémicos
para que la revista viera la luz cada trimestre. El
otro elemento fue el coraje y compromiso del Sr.
José A. Dott, quien en 1998 apoy6 la iniciativa, des-
de Ediciones Doyma, compartiendo las ilusiones y
responsabilidades de publicar una revista que, por
su naturaleza, era y es poco comercial. Es justo re-
conocer que sin aquel soporte inicial del Sr. Dotu,
actualmente al frente de la prestigiosa Fundacién
Medicina y Humanidades Médicas, la revista no
habria visto la luz ni se habria podido conseguir su
objetivo. Con el paso de los afos, la edicién de la
revista ha sufrido diversas vicisitudes y ha sido Vi-
guera Editores la que en los tltimos cinco afios ha
retomado el entusiasmo inicial de la desaparecida
Ediciones Doyma. Una vez mas, los esfuerzos de la
FEM vy sus patronos y la ilusién y compromiso de
un editor, el Sr. César Viguera, han permitido dis-
poner a todos los interesados en el drea de la educa-
cién médica en lengua castellana de una revista de
calidad y de libre acceso.

Al final del 2012 terminé la cesion temporal que
disfrutaba la FEM de la cabecera de la revista Edu-
cacién Médica, que ha vuelto a su legitimo propieta-
rio. La FEM estd satisfecha de lo alcanzado hasta la
fecha, pero a todas luces el trabajo no estd termina-
do. La FEM, fundacién sin dnimo de lucro, sigue

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For the last 15 years, the Fundacién Educacion Mé-
dica (FEM) has worked incessantly to ensure that
the innovations produced in the area of medical ed-
ucation are made known to the Spanish-speaking
public. Likewise, it has also strived to popularise the
results of research and the latest information about
activities related to this field of knowledge by pub-
lishing a journal, entitled Educacién Médica.

This has been made possible thanks to a combina-
tion of two elements: one, the FEM and its patrons,
who have spared no personal or economic efforts to
ensure the journal sees the light every three months.
And the other important factor was the courage and
commitment of Mr José A. Dotii at Ediciones Doyma,
who encouraged the initiative back in 1998 and
shared the eagerness and responsibilities of publish-
ing a journal that, by nature, was and still is an un-
dertaking with few chances of commercial success. It
is only fair to acknowledge the fact that, without that
early support from Mr Dotu, who now heads the
prestigious Fundacion Medicina and Humanidades
Meédicas, the journal would not have seen the light
and would have never achieved its goals. Over the
years, a number of difficulties have affected the pro-
cess of publishing the journal and for the last five
years Viguera Editores has been responsible for re-
viving the initial enthusiasm of the now disappeared
Ediciones Doyma. Once again, the efforts of the FEM
and its patrons, together with the enthusiasm and
commitment of a publisher, in this case Mr César Vi-
guera, have made it possible to provide all those with
an interest in the area of medical education in Span-
ish with a high quality, freely accessible journal.

Until the end of 2012 the FEM enjoyed a tempo-
rary concession of the nameplate of the journal Edu-
cacion Médica, but this has now gone back to its le-
gitimate owner. The FEM is satisfied with what has
been achieved up until now, but the work is clearly
not finished. As a non-profit foundation, the FEM is
today just as committed to disseminating new know-
ledge, helping to make the assets generated in this
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conocimiento y ayudar a la maxima comunicacién
entre investigadores, docentes y discentes. La FEM
estd dispuesta no sélo a continuar el viaje, sino a pi-
sar el acelerador para que todos los actores de la
educacion médica tengan a su disposicién un ins-
trumento de comunicacién de calidad.

La revista es sensible a las dife-
rencias culturales, econdmicas y sociales de los di-
ferentes paises de habla castellana que aportan una
gran riqueza sociocultural desde situaciones muy
diferentes.

FEM quiere aprender sin complejos de los in-
vestigadores del dmbito anglosajéon que tanto han
avanzado en propuestas novedosas y punteras en
educacion médica. Por ello, hemos pedido y obte-
nido para la revista el soporte y auspicio de organi-
zaciones internacionales como la Association for
Medical Education in Europe (AMEE), la World
Federation for Medical Education (WFME) y la Fe-
deracién Panamericana de Asociaciones de Facul-
tades y Escuelas de Medicina (FEPAFEM-PAFAMS),
que ademas nos facilitan la informacién de progra-
mas novedosos y oportunidades para la mejora de
los profesionales de la educacién médica. Tampoco
ha sido menor el apoyo de instituciones académicas
con responsabilidades en las ciencias de la salud,
como la Conferencia Nacional de Decanos de Fa-
cultades de Medicina (CNDMED), la Sociedad Es-
pafiola de Educacién Médica (SEDEM) y el Collegi
Oficial de Metges de Barcelona (COMB).

FEM is a journal dedicated to medical educa-
tion, which will be openly available [1,2] to anyone
who might be interested in the processes of learning/
teaching within the area of the health sciences. FEM
is indexed on IBECS and will strive to be included in
the bibliometric indices with the greatest impact.
The journal is aware of and will take into account
the cultural, economic and social differences in the
different Spanish-speaking countries, which contrib-
ute to a great socio-cultural wealth from a wide
range of situations.

FEM has no qualms about stating that it wishes
to learn from the researchers in the English-speaking
world who have made so much progress as regards
novel, groundbreaking proposals in medical educa-
tion. Accordingly, we have requested and obtained
the support and patronage of international organi-
sations such as the Association for Medical Educa-
tion in Europe (AMEE), the World Federation for
Medical Education (WFME) and the Pan-American
Federation of Associations of Faculties and Schools
of Medicine (FEPAFEM-PAFAMS), which also pro-
vide us with information about new programmes
and opportunities for professionals working in medi-
cal education to enhance their knowledge and skills.
We have also received the support of academic insti-
tutions with responsibilities in the health sciences,
such as the Spanish National Conference of Deans
of Faculties of Medicine (CNDMED), the Spanish
Society for Medical Education (SEDEM) and the
Barcelona Official Medical Association (COMB).
